These went into the design of the Edora 
jet, including several plasma screens and a wireless 
Internet system. Distinct textures and materials were 
emphasized to catch the eye.

The Edora jet 
can fly 18 passengers and sleep 13 people in the four 
double beds and five reclining seats. The open plan 
dining/conference room lends a roomy feel that extends 
to the private office, sometimes used for yoga or as 
a child’s bedroom.
